Utforseltillstand

Om ett kulturféremal omfattas av

den svenska lagstiftningen kravs ett
utforseltillstand. Det handlar i huvudsak
om féremal fran nagon av kategorierna
i kolumnen till hoger.

Ett foremals alder och ekonomiska varde
avgor om det behover utforseltillstand.
For de flesta kategorierna kravs tillstand
om foremalet ar minst 100 ar gammalt,
men i en del fall ar dldersgransen 75 ar.
Generellt galler att féremalet ska kunna
antas ha funnits i Sverige i minst 75 ar for
att utforseltillstdnd ska behovas.

Vérdegransen varierar beroende pa om
foremalet ar framstallt i Sverige eller
utomlands. Det finns flera vardegranser
som varierar mellan 5 000 och 100 0oo
kronor. For nagra kategorier av foremal
behdvs utforseltillstand oavsett varde.

Bra att veta om kulturarvsbrott

Den som smugglar, eller forsoker
smuggla, kulturféremal kan démas till
boter eller fangelse i upp till sex ar.

Aven den som avsiktligt férpackar,
transporterar, forvarar, doljer, bearbetar,
koper eller saljer sadana kulturféremal
kan domas till boter eller fangelse for
olovlig befattning med smuggelgods.

En del kulturarvsbrott begas medvetet,
men de flesta sker till foljd av okunskap
och oforsiktighet.

Each year a great many
cultural goods are
exported from Sweden.
Sometimes it is difficult
to decide by oneself
whether such an object
requires permission to
leave the country.

In this folder we tell you
the rules that apply to

the export of cultural
goods:

« The kind of objects
covered by the
regulations.

« Where you can find
more information.

« How you go about
applying for a permit.

« What you risk if you
break the rules.

Two types of permit

First you need to find out which permits
may be needed:

« only export permit
« only export licence
» both export permit and export licence.

In the Historic Environment Act there

are regulations intended to protect the
cultural heritage. They concern, above

all, objects which help us particularly well
to understand the culture and events of
older times. They can also concern objects
which are associated with important

~historic sites or persons. For objects of this

kind you may need an export permit.

Besides the Swedish export regulations,
the EU also has rules for the export of
cultural goods. If an object is to be taken
outside the borders of the Union,

an export licence may be needed.

Export permit

If a cultural object is covered by the
Swedish legislation, an export permit is
required. This mainly concerns objects
belonging to any of the categories in the
column to the right.

Age and financial value determine
whether an object requires an export
permit. For most categories a permit is
required if the object is at least 100 years
old, but in some cases the age limit is 75
years. Generally, the object may be assu-
med to have been in Sweden for at least
75 years in order for an export permit to
be required.

The limit of value depends on whether
the object was made in Sweden or
abroad. The limits varies between 5,000
and 100,000 SEK. For some categories
of objects export permits are required
whatever the value.

Examples of categories
of cultural objects requiring
an export permit

* Archaeological objects

* Books and incunabula

 Carpets, textiles, tapestries

* Ecclesiastical inventories

* Furniture and mirrors

* Jewelry of gold and silver

* Lighting objects

* Manuscripts and archives

* Maps and globes

* Means of transport

* Mechanical clocks

° Musical instruments

* Objects of wood, glass, bone,
stone, horn and metal

* Objects of various materials
from the time before 1650

¢ Original sculptures

* Paintings and drawings

* Photographs and films

* Sami objects

* Technical models

* Tiled stoves, faience and
objects of ceramic

* Toys and games

* Weapons

* Woodcuts and copperplates

Export licence

The EU rules on export apply, with a few
exceptions, to the same categories as the
Swedish legislation, but they have some ad-
ditional categories. There are also different
limits for age and value.

Worth knowing about
cultural heritage crime

A person who smuggles, or tries to smuggle,
cultural goods can be sentenced to a fine or
imprisonment for up to six years.

A person who deliberately packs, transports,
stores, conceals, processes, buys or sells
such cultural goods can likewise be senten-
ced to a fine or imprisonment for unlawful
dealing in smuggled goods.

Some crimes against the cultural heritage
are committed deliberately, but most of
them take place through unawareness or
incautiousness.

Examples of categories
of cultural objects requiring
an export license

* Mosaics

° Elements forming an integral
part of artistic, historical or
religious monuments which
have been dismembered

* Collections and specimens
from zoological, botanical,
mineralogical or anatomical
collections

* Collections of historical,
palaeontological,
ethnographic or numismatic
interest
